e Grading : Pass/Fail, counted towards graduation credits but excluded from semester GPA.

I1. Course Content :

The course includes four main pillars:

1.Psychological Development Education : Mental health, self-awareness, emotional
awareness, mental health resources, physical and mental adjustment techniques and
interpersonal skills.

2.Career Development Education : UCAN operation instructions and tests, Al competency
course system, career counseling resources.

3.Life Education : Self-discovery, values, relational harmony, attitude toward life, and

environmental concern.
4.Character Education : Student rewards and punishments, appeals, campus bullying

prevention, gender equality education and campus fraud prevention.
